Through October 2009, the Bloomington-area housing market experienced a 6.5 percent downturn, but a 2.5 percent improvement over 2008. Contrary to the national trend of home value depreciation, the average real estate sales price reflected a 1.5 percent increase from last year, with the average price approximately $160,300. Homes in the $100,000 to $250,000 range reported the best activity and remained the strongest part of the market, thanks to the national first-time homebuyer tax credit and extension. 

Commercial real estate was sluggish, and new construction was very moderate. A fair amount of inventory was available for properties to purchase or lease. Commercial land values appreciated very slightly over the course of the year. Commercial rents remained stable and in some areas showed signs of decline as landlords scrambled to retain tenants, a trend very similar to 2008.  

The market share for F.C. Tucker/Bloomington, REALTORS® improved 1 percent over 2008.  In addition, 2009 third-quarter home sales saw improvement over 2008 third-quarter sales.
